Hello All, 
As we approach the upcoming 2017 planning season there are a few things that the Kewaunee County LWCD would like to remind everyone about. 
First of all, we are looking to get every plan submitted to the county using SnapPlus to be upgraded to SnapPlus version 15.1. Version 16.0 is set to launch in the fall of this year, but every plan is expected to be done in 15.1 at the very least. Because of drastic updates to models used by the program, we would like everyone in the same program version in order to keep every plan at the same standard. 
If you are interested in a training session on SnapPlus 15.1, or need help converting to 15.1 from older versions please let Erin Hoff know by October 1st, 2016. I can be contacted at 920-845-9747 or hoffe@kewauneeco.org. A group session can be held if there is enough interest. If a group session is not held, I am available during business hours to meet with farmers and planners to help with training and updates. 
Secondly, we are now requiring that all NMPs are signed off on by the farm or operator. Attached to this email is an operator signature page to be submitted with all nutrient management plans moving forward. Any plans turned in without this signature page will not be accepted. 
And lastly a few reminders:
If you receive industrial waste from business such as cheese plants, butcher shops, or other industries that request to spread their waste on your fields, it must be included as a nutrient source in your nutrient management plan. This includes waste types such as whey, sludge, green water, paunch manure, and septic waste. This means application rates, method, and time of application are included. If you are unsure if this applies to you, or if you are unsure if your client accepts industrial waste, please contact Travis Engels at 920-845-9742 or englest@kewauneeco.org. 
Kewaunee County’s nutrient management plan deadline is April 1st. Please have all plans turned in no later than April 1st, 2017. If you need an extension for submittal, please contact Erin Hoff prior to April 1st. After April 1st, operators and landowners will receive notice that failure to submit a plan can affect their compliance status with the Farmland Preservation Program and the Kewaunee County Animal Waste Storage Facility Ordinance. 
If you plan to submit NMPs electronically, please send them to Erin Hoff at hoffe@kewauneeco.org. Sending NMPs to other staff can result in the plans being lost in the shuffle. Please only submit plans to this email address to avoid any loss of information or having to resubmit plans.
When submitting nutrient management plans, you have the option of submitting individual reports or submitting your SnapPlus file and operator signature page. If you choose to submit individual reports and items, please see the list below of the required reports and items need for our office to do a full review of your NMP.

In 2015 the Natural Resource Conservation Service updated their 590 Nutrient Management Standard. Our office was told by the state that we can expect to see this updated standard reflected into NR 151 and ATCP 50 regulations by late summer or fall of 2017. This will not affect any 2017 nutrient management plans, but will affect future plans. Any new versions of SnapPlus will also reflect these changes. Please keep this in mind as you move forward with nutrient management plans and anticipate these updates moving forward.
